Public Forum:  Steve Mitchell of 2997 West Street asked if the village could fill a pothole.  Chris Buckley will cold patch the hole.  

Barry Ganzhorn presented the April MacKay-Matthews Report.  Proceeds from the Raccoon/MacKay book fundraiser and donations were $1,766.53.  All the metal sign posts were installed and new mailboxes in place.  The Town of Caledonia Highway Department brought in and set large boulders to create a boundary for the parking lot instead of the work fence.  They also trimmed all the brush at the entrance.  Handrails 
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on the steps going over the railroad tracks were replaced at the Mathews-Spring Creek Trail.  The evergreen trees were pruned and fertilized.  Seven new bird houses were built and donated by Ron Beach Jr.  A new flag was donated by Spring Street resident Andy Hanson. New meters continue to be installed and a water leak on Main Street was repaired.  200 tons of salt was ordered.  The Commons LED fixtures were installed.  Plow damage clean up is complete.  All village streets have been swept and we have been sweeping for the county and will get reimbursed for it.  Hamilton Park play areas are still under construction. Officer Burnside did a book reading to preschoolers at the Library and showed them a police and fire truck.  Traffic continues to be monitored at Park Place near the golf course.   Two speeding tickets were issued.  Disorderly complaints at the A-Plus Store have been addressed with young adults there.  Radar units for police vehicles and the DWI machine were sent to Albany for certification.
